Red Sea Free Zone

The Red Sea Free Zone is located in a distinguished location on the Red Sea
coast and it is linked to several seaports in the Middle East such as Jeddah,
Shalala, Aden and African ports such as Port Said and Djibouti.

The Free Zone is located 38 kilometers south of Port Sudan and 20 kilometers
north of Suakin seaport and 17 kilometers from Port Sudan Airport. The area of
the Free Zone is about 26 square kilometers.

The Free Zone contributes to strengthening bilateral relations with African and
Arab countries through transit trade, especially with countries that do not have
seaports such as Chad, Ethiopia, Central Africa and South Sudan.
